RIGHT-OF-WAY PERMIT SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Anyone requesting authorization to work in the Pinal County Right-of-Way is required to submit the following.
These items must be submitted simultaneously with the application in
order to expedite the permitting process. All documents must be in a PDF Format.

Right-of-Way Use Permit

Utility Companies:

If a customer permit is required, the customer must apply and obtain the approved permit from Public Works
prior to the utility company submitting their permit request.

When submitting your request, the customer permit number is required in the Detailed Description portion of
the Application.

Certificate of Liability Insurance - Submitted Yearly

A copy of the Certificate of Liability Insurance is required when applying for the yearly Emergency Blanket
Permit. This will help eliminate the need to upload it to each permit request.
